Intent

At our school, all children access a high-quality and progressive Art and Design curriculum through our Primary Knowledge Curriculum (PKC). We provide a safe, inclusive and inspiring environment where children can imagine, experiment, create and communicate through art. Through PKC, pupils develop both substantive knowledge (what artists know) and disciplinary knowledge (how artists work), building skills and understanding progressively over time.


Children are encouraged to develop their individuality and creativity; we do not expect a “one size fits all” approach to outcomes. Influential artists, designers and craftspeople from history to the present day inspire pupils and deepen their understanding of artistic processes, cultures and movements. Through this, children learn that perseverance, reflection and attention to detail are essential parts of the creative journey.


We aim to develop creative, reflective and confident learners who can express themselves across a range of artistic disciplines.


Children access an average of one hour of Art and Design teaching each week, taught weekly, in blocks or across the wider curriculum. 


Teaching is carefully sequenced through PKC to ensure progression in knowledge, skills and vocabulary across all year groups. 


Children experience a wide range of artistic media, techniques and processes. 


Pupils are encouraged to experiment with different materials and approaches to develop confidence and creativity. 


Staff are supported to develop subject knowledge and pedagogy 


Our online school art gallery celebrates children’s artwork throughout the year.








Implementation


Art and Design is part of a broad and balanced curriculum with themed learning across each term or half term. 


Teaching is progressive across all key stages and follows the PKC sequence of knowledge and skills. 


Children develop artistic vocabulary and learn to discuss, evaluate and improve their work. 


Art and Design Technology lessons allow children to explore 2D and 3D art using the design, make and evaluate process. 


Learning sequences culminate in a final piece of artwork shared through displays, and the online gallery. 


Children study artists from a wide range of cultures, traditions and historical periods. 


Our online art gallery showcases the breadth and progression of artwork across the school. 


Assessment


Assessment for learning takes place continuously within lessons. 


Progression in knowledge and artistic skills is tracked through the PKC framework. 


Teacher judgement recorded yearly in end-of-year reports


Evidence of learning includes sketchbooks, portfolios, displays and digital submissions. 


Pupil voice and self-reflection support assessment of creativity and understanding. 


Monitoring


Staff feedback helps identify strengths and areas for development. 


Learning walks and lesson drop-ins take place throughout the year. 


Pupil voice activities monitor enjoyment, understanding and retention. 











Impact





Children develop an understanding of what it means to be an artist and recognise that art can be interpreted in different ways. 


Pupils show increasing confidence, creativity and independence in their artistic choices. 


The online art gallery will celebrate achievement and showcase progression from Reception to Year 6. 


Children achieve age-related expectations and retain knowledge of significant artists, techniques and artistic movements studied through PKC. 


Children develop with strong artistic knowledge, creativity and cultural understanding.


Teacher CPD and Monitoring


Monitoring activities inform curriculum development and staff support.


Family and Community Engagement


Exhibitions, performances and gallery events celebrate children’s achievements with families and the wider community. 


Children’s artwork is shared through the school website and online art gallery.
