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Implementation
Geography is taught through carefully planned blocks using a two-year rolling programme for mixed-age classes. The curriculum builds progression in knowledge, vocabulary and geographical skills while avoiding repetition.
Teaching includes:
· Cross-curricular links, enquiry-led learning, fieldwork and retrieval practice. 
· Super Learning Days, educational visits, workshops and visitors to enrich learning. 
· Planning informed by the National Curriculum, progression maps, knowledge-rich principles and local studies. 
· Opportunities to use maps, atlases, globes, aerial photographs, and digital mapping technologies. 
· Development of locational knowledge, geographical vocabulary, and fieldwork skills through local studies 
Lessons are adapted to ensure all pupils can access and succeed in Geography.
Assessment
· Retrieval activities, questioning, lesson observations 
· Recorded outcomes, enquiry tasks, vocabulary development and application of geographical skills. 
· Yearly review of progression recorded in end-of-year reports 
Monitoring
· Pupil voice 
· Book looks and planning scrutiny 
· Staff feedback and confidence audits 
· Monitoring curriculum coverage and progression 
This ensures consistency, progression, and high expectations across all year groups.

Intent
At Burton Green, all children access a high-quality and knowledge-rich Geography curriculum that is carefully sequenced to build geographical knowledge, vocabulary and skills over time. Geography is taught through a two-year rolling programme for mixed-age classes, ensuring full National Curriculum coverage while building on prior learning.
Our curriculum develops pupils’ curiosity about the world and its people through engaging enquiries, fieldwork and local studies. Children learn to think critically, ask geographical questions and understand the relationship between people, place and environment while developing both geographical knowledge and disciplinary skills.
The curriculum is structured around:
· Locational Knowledge 
· Place Knowledge 
· Human and Physical Geography 
· Geographical Skills and Fieldwork 
The Geography curriculum includes:
· Cross-curricular links 
· Local studies and fieldwork 
· Enquiry-based learning 
· Progressive vocabulary development 
· Retrieval opportunities to support long-term memory 
· Use of maps, atlases, globes, aerial photographs and digital mapping 
Children develop an understanding of both their local community and the wider world, helping them become informed and environmentally aware global citizens.


Impact
Through Geography at Burton Green, pupils will:
· Develop a secure understanding of the world, its environments and diverse communities 
· Build progressively deeper geographical knowledge and vocabulary 
· Understand their local area and its connection to the wider world 
· Demonstrate curiosity, confidence and enthusiasm for geographical learning 
· Retain and build upon prior learning over time 
· Produce work that shows clear progression in knowledge and skills 
Geography is visible across school through high-quality work, maps, vocabulary displays and enquiry-based learning.
Teacher CPD and Monitoring
· The subject leader provides CPD and curriculum support to develop staff confidence and subject knowledge 
· Progression documents and curriculum mapping support consistency across the rolling programme Community and Families
· Geography-based home learning is shared where appropriate 
· Children’s work may be shared via online platforms such as Class Dojo 
· Local studies strengthen pupils’ understanding of their immediate environment

· Continue embedding the knowledge-rich Geography curriculum and two-year rolling programme 
· Further develop retrieval practice and vocabulary progression
