Implement:





Coverage through MFL curriculum and extra-curricular:





TA teaches French lessons to Years 3, 4, 5 and 6  


Detailed step by step lesson plans are used and developed


Lessons are based around relevant topic areas for each year group


Work is recorded through speaking, printed resources/worksheets and vocabulary books


Visual prompts are used to support children in translating new vocabulary


Practical activities, songs and games are used to help improve memory and recall.


EYFS and KS1 explore greetings in different language and use them to answer the register


Spanish club is an after-school club offered to all year groups across the school


Years 4, 5 and 6 given the opportunity to watch a French animation film in the language to improve understanding from clues other than the spoken word





Assessment:�


Ongoing assessment within lessons and at end of each topic as well as a multiple-choice quiz








We teach MFL (French) using PKC. Children complete a range of activities which include singing, games, worksheets, and end of topic quizzes. Key vocabulary is recorded by pupils in their vocabulary books which are kept in their trays for easy access during lessons.

Children will be able to communicate with each other in French


Children will become aware that a language has a structure, and that the structure differs from one language to another


Children will develop their language through development of the four key skills of speaking, listening, reading and writing


Children will enrich their language learning by developing an understanding of the French culture
